Commodore

anxious to share with you several items which were presented to the
General Membership at our meeting of Monday, February 21.

Our Super Bowl Party of February 6 was an outstanding success and we
are indebted to P/C Dave and Linda Champanois and P/C Pierce and
Becky Pratt. Together they generously hosted a great event that turned
in a whopping $911.00 profit to our Club, not including the $400.00
lounge sales realized that evening. Our Valentine’s Day Party on Febru-
ary 12 was an elegant affair, complete with roses for all the ladies, pink
champagne on arrival and an excellent gourmet meal served tableside
by Elena and Inna. The Social Committee chaired by my wife Diane is
doing a terrific job keeping us “wined and dined and entertained” and
we are grateful to each of them for all their hard work on our behalf.

Thanks also to Molly and Jack Stanard for kindly hosting a cocktail party
for all Club members on February 25. With delicious hors d’oeuvres
from Chef Dave, good drinks from Mary and music supplied by our own
“DJ Terri,” a good time was had by all.

| am pleased to inform you that the Club now accepts Discover Card for
credit card payments, along with MasterCard and Visa. Gary Binford
had raised the issue with us and we learned that the credit card trans-
action fee for the Discover Card was no higher than that of the other
two. We are happy to offer an additional payment option for our mem-
bers to use in the Galley as well as the Lounge.

Our Docks Committee met on January 24 to assess the condition of our
finger docks whose slips are rented by our Harborside Members. There
was universal agreement that these docks were primed for replace-
ment and repair. Bids have been solicited from a number of reputable
firms in our area and our next steps will entail selection of the contrac-
tor and structuring the financing for their replacement. This is an im-



portant venture that will undoubtedly be one of the single largest
capital improvement projects undertaken in recent years.

Two new dishwashers were installed during the last week of Janu-
ary. They are delivering hotter temperatures thereby resulting in
cleaner dishes and glassware. In addition, the contract with our
new supplier will save us approximately $300 per year over what
we had formerly been paying.

As determined by our ByLaws and the Board of Directors, a letter
reminding all those who were delinquent with respect to their
2011 dues was mailed out on February 2 requesting payment no
later than February 15. Through resignation or delinquency, we
have lost 37 members. Although we would much prefer if every-
one renewed their membership, we realize it's not a perfect world
and change is a constant. This points out; however, our continued
need for new members to help us maintain the 40% of our budg-
eted operating income that is generated yearly from member
dues. Please spread the good word about the Gulf Harbors Yacht
Club to your family members and friends and help us expand our
membership base.

In late January we received a Notice of Intent to Audit our Books
and Records from the Florida Department of Revenue’s General
Tax Administration for the period beginning on January 1, 2008
through December 31,2010. This audit is random in that we were
not singled out for any particular omissions or problems with sales
taxes we paid during this three year period. Both our Treasurer
Gerry Crawford and Budget and Finance Director Norm Dickson
have met with the auditors on several occasions and have supplied
the necessary, detailed information they have requested. We will
keep you informed of the progress of this audit.

The audit prompted me to review the contents of our safety de-
posit box at the SunTrust Bank, within which | found a letter dated
September 12, 1983 from the Ellis First National Bank of West
Pasco. This letter detailed the financing of the Yacht Club addition
and listed as collateral a portion of tract B in the Gulf Harbors



Woodlands. Armed with this information | next visited the Pasco
County Tax Appraiser’s Office and obtained a copy of the Warranty
Deed dated December 9, 1976 which shows that the Gulf Harbors
Yacht Club not only owns the building at 3926 Marine Parkway but
the 0.495 acre tract of land as well. This may indeed put us in an
excellent position in terms of collateral as we explore refinancing
our commercial loan that now stands at approximately 7.5%. We
will certainly keep you informed of our progress.

In closing, | can assure you that our March calendar promises to
provide additional opportunity to enjoy the good fellowship and
camaraderie that is the hallmark of the Gulf Harbors Yacht Club.
On behalf of the Bridge and Board, we look forward to seeing you
at the Club in the near future and will do our best to ensure your
visit is a good one.

Proposed Amendments to the By-Laws

The Board of Directors has approved the following amendments to
our By-Laws. These amendments were presented to the General
Membership at our Meeting of February 21. In accordance with
our By-Laws, they are presented in this issue of the Soundings so
that all our members are kept informed. They will be voted upon
at our next General Membership Meeting of Monday, March 21.

Article Il = MEMBERSHIP
Section 1 — BUSINESS MEMBERSHIPS (which now reads as follows)
Business Memberships may be offered to a group of prospec-
tive members or to individual prospective members at the discre-
tion of the Board of Directors subject to ARTICLE Il, SECTION 1 of
these By-Laws. The Board shall prescribe the dues, fees and/or
assessments for such members. Business members shall have all
the rights and privileges of regular members except the right to
vote and hold elective office in the Club. They shall be subject to all
Club rules and regulations.

(Would be amended to read as follows)



Article Il = MEMBERSHIP
Section 1 -COMPLIMENTARY MEMBERSHIPS

Complimentary Memberships may be offered to representatives
of political offices or other entities at the discretion of the Board of
Directors or the General Membership subject to ARTICLE I, SECTION
1 of these By-Laws. The Board shall prescribe the dues, fees and/or
assessments for such members. Complimentary members shall have
all the rights and privileges of regular members except the right to
vote and hold elective office in the Club. They shall be subject to all
Club rules and regulations.

Article VIl - COMMMITTEES

SECTION 18 — ELECTION COMMITTEE (which now reads as follows)

E. Candidates for Bridge Office: Commodore, Vice Commodore, Rear
Commodore, Secretary, Treasurer, receiving a plurality of votes cast
shall be declared elected. In the case of a tie by two top vote getters,
they shall draw for the office. The four (4) Director candidates receiv-
ing the greater number of votes shall be declared elected. In the
event that candidates have an equal number of votes for the fourth
vacancy, the candidates so tied shall draw for the office. (Note: In
even electoral years, the number of Director Candidates is three. In
odd electoral years, the number of Director Candidates is four.)

(Would be amended to read as follows)

SECTION 18 — ELECTION COMMITTEE

E. Candidates for Bridge Office: Commodore, Vice Commodore, Rear
Commodore, Secretary, Treasurer, receiving a plurality of votes cast
shall be declared elected. In the case of a tie by two top vote getters,
the members present shall be polled again by secret ballot to choose
one for the office among the two candidates so tied. The four (4)
Director candidates receiving the greater number of votes shall be
declared elected. In the event that candidates have an equal number
of votes for the third or fourth vacancy, the members present shall
be polled again by secret ballot to choose one for the office among
the two candidates so tied. (Note: In even electoral years, the num-



ber of Director Candidates is three. In odd electoral years, the num-
ber of Director Candidates is four.)

Public Law 110-181 states "All persons present in uniform should
render the military salute. Members of the Armed Forces and veter-
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ans who are present but not in uniform may render the military sa-
lute.

All other persons present should face the flag and stand at attention
with their right hand over the heart or, if applicable, remove their
headdress with their right hand and hold it at the left shoulder, the
hand over the heart.

Citizens of other countries present should stand at attention. All such
conduct toward the flag in a moving column should be rendered at

the moment the flag passes.

To clarify, all veterans, in or out of uniform, may salute or place their
hand over their heart to render respect to the U.S. flag
