At our March 14 Meeting, the Board of Directors approved a 
suggestion made by Andrea Crawford that we join the West 
Pasco Chamber of Commerce. Our completed application was 
turned in to the Chamber on April 1 and we are expecting our 
official approval in short order. Our annual dues are only $100. 
The list of benefits is indeed too long to itemize in this column 
but I will point out two that are certainly worth mentioning. 
First, we will receive $200 worth of free advertising in the Pasco 
Section of the St. Petersburg Times and second, we will have an
