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Message from the Commodore 

George Rhodes 

 

While it may not be obvious to all, there 

has been a great deal of activity here at 

the Gulf Harbors Yacht Club since I last had the pleasure of com-

municating with you in this column in late May. As such, I am 

happy to bring you up to date regarding a number of important 

issues which will affect our ongoing operations. 

 

Individually addressed letters and a four page listing of Fre-

quently Asked Questions were sent out on June 22 regarding a 

Special Meeting of the Membership that was called for Thurs-

day, June 30 at 1930 hours. Its purpose was to discuss and vote 

upon moving forward with the docks refurbishment and their 

needed financing. We also covered the initiation and financing 

of several capital projects which the Board had previously voted 

to undertake and the retirement of our current commercial 

note.  

 

A nearly overflow crowd was on hand for this Special Meeting 

and we warmly welcomed approximately eighty members that 

evening. We approved three important motions. The first 

passed unanimously and provided the authority for us to secure 

financing to engage Bryan Barrie with Docks Unlimited to con-

struct a new, north floating dock, demolish the existing finger 

docks and construct 10 new finger dock sections. The second 

passed with only a few dissenting votes and provided the au-
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thority for us to secure financing to engage the Dan Wright Cor-

poration to furnish and install a fan for the exhaust hood, a dish-

washer sidewall exhaust fan and a 5 ton Carrier SEER 3 phase 

straight cooling system for the kitchen. The third motion was 

also approved which called for us to retire the outstanding 

$43,000 balance on our current higher interest commercial note 

with SunTrust. 

 

While we initially expected SunTrust to loan us the $123,000, 

our Budget and Finance Director Norm Dickson has been busy in 

the ensuing weeks in interesting two additional banks in our 

business. Although the required underwriting period has been 

far longer than we originally anticipated, the competition has 

been good for us. As of this writing (August 25), we have signed 

a Letter of Commitment with TD Bank for a 5 year term/ 20 year 

amortization mortgage loan at an interest rate of 4.99%. Both 

the interest rate and the monthly payment are lower than we 

believed they would be when we started this process in the sec-

ond quarter. It is important to note that this is a mortgage, not a 

commercial note with a balloon payment due at its completion. 

TD Bank, formerly Toronto Dominion, provides financial and 

banking services to millions of customers worldwide and has 

been greatly increasing their presence in the United States in 

recent years.  

 

We will now have to secure the necessary title insurance, submit 

to an appraisal of our property and provide evidence of fire and 

other extended coverage insurances. At the same time, we have 

authorized Bryan Barrie to proceed with obtaining the necessary 

permits from Pasco County and our completed Application for 
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Property Improvement has also been submitted to the Gulf Har-

bors Woodlands Association. This is our attempt to streamline 

the process so that we may begin the project soon after the fi-

nancing is officially secured which we expect within the next 30 

days. 

 

The latest results of the audit from the Florida Department of 

Revenue’s General Tax Administration were also received this 

summer. Their local Port Richey office informed us of an over-

charge they discovered in reviewing our files which reduced our 

balance due to $11,354.71. The Club received the official Notice 

of Proposed Assessment in that amount on July 26. While this is 

a far cry from the original assessment of $17,831.33, as your 

Commodore, I officially responded on August 9 with a request 

for full or partial relief backed up by detailed explanations sup-

porting this position. (Please see the full text of my letter to the 

department which follows this column.) Of course, we will keep 

you informed of their decision which is expected in the relatively 

near future.  

 

On a lighter but no less significant note, I’m sure you’ve all 

heard the lyrics to the song, “They Paved Paradise” by the 

Counting Crows, particularly the line that says, “Don’t it always 

seem to go that you don’t know what you got till it’s gone?” I 

guess that’s my way of letting you know that we sure missed our 

Treasurer Gerald Crawford when he and Andrea took an ex-

tended vacation with their motor home this summer. We re-

main very grateful to Rear Commodore Donna Long for picking 

up these responsibilities during his absence and to Gerald for 

coming home early!

Our Treasurer routinely spends upwards of twenty hours per 

week at our Club.  

 

Separate closings for both the galley and lounge must be com-

pleted after each day we are open for business, including the 

recording of operating income, sales taxes and their related de-

posit. Invoices must be recorded, checks written and posted and 

payroll must be met on a weekly basis. Beyond that, our income 

and expenses for Instant Bingo also need to be recorded and 

deposited. The list goes on but suffice it to say that Gerald (and 

Donna) both deserve a great big “Thank You” from all of us 

when next you see them!  

 

The sheer volume of work and the time involved in this function 

have just started to be addressed at our recent Board Meetings. 

Perhaps we should create the post of Assistant Treasurer to 

share the responsibilities or perhaps we should consider con-

tracting out more of these functions? While we are in the initial 

stages of this discussion, it is likely to be brought before the 

membership at a future General Meeting. It’s clear that the re-

porting and recording requirements are increasing and it re-

mains difficult, if not unfair, to expect one volunteer to shoulder 

this entire obligation.  

 

With the advent of September we will soon start to welcome 

back all those members who were away this summer. We wish 

you safe travels on your return and look forward to personally

Dear Ms. White: 

This is an informal written protest letter regarding the NOTICE OF PROPOSED 

ASSESSMENT dated July 26, 2011 levied on the Gulf Harbors Yacht Club in the 

amount of $11,354.71. We are requesting relief with all or most of this amount 

for reasons which are herein outlined. 

We are a not for profit organization operating as a private club with a very 

small membership base of less than two hundred persons. We do not have the 

financial ability to pay this assessment without putting our finances in serious 

jeopardy for the balance of the year. Many of our members are retired and 

living on fixed incomes. If we were to levy a “special assessment” on our mem-

bers, many would be unable to afford it and would be forced to forfeit their 

membership, putting our viability at greater risk. 

Further, the deficiency discovered in the audit was not intentional. While we 

rely upon a cadre of dedicated volunteers to manage the Club on a daily basis, 

we have been routinely paying sales taxes we believed to be accurate and, in 

fact, engage an outside CPA to collect such taxes.  

Our Letter to Revenue Dept. Regarding Our  

Tax Assessment 
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Since the beginning of the audit process we have worked closely with our local 

Department of Revenue Office to correct the deficiencies which existed in our 

operations. With their advice, we have set up new systems in both our galley 

and our lounge to ensure that we collect the proper state sales tax on all trans-

actions and believe we are in full compliance with all applicable statutes. 

For these reasons, we are requesting relief with all or most of the assessed 

amount and look forward to your positive response to this request.
