Problems with these nine
docks include seriously deteriorated pilings which provide
the necessary dock supports and extensive wood rot of
the framework supporting the decking.

We have formed a committee to address the dock issues.
Its members, in addition to myself, include Past Commo-
dores Tony Majka and Jim Shuman, Fleet Captain Phil La-
Roche, Budget and Finance Director Norm Dickson, Ser-
geant at Arms Sam Thompson and Chaplain Mary Jo
Langie (who is herself a Harborside member). Once this
committee has met and determined what we consider to
be our best options, we will get together with all the Har-
borside members for further discussions. At that point,
our goal will be to plan a course of action and share our
findings and future direction with all our members.

Rest assured the last thing your Bridge and Board want is
to spend money unnecessarily or create controversy
where none should exist. The fact is, however, that most
of these docks are upwards of fifteen years old and over
the years they have received only minimal maintenance.
Nothing lasts forever, particularly in a marine environ-
ment.
