We, as a club, 

have always been very gener-

ous to the Toys for Tots, but 

this year, as so many people 

are struggling, we need to 

really dig deep and fill these 

boxes with joy for little ones. 

 

The history of Marines col-

lecting toys for unfortunate 

children began in 1947 when 

Major William Hendricks 

and his wife organized a 

group of Marine reservists to 

gather, repair, and donate 

used toys to poor families in  

Los Angeles, California.  The 

effort was so successful that 

in 1948, Toys for Tots was 

launched as a national cam-

paign with Walt Disney do-

ing the artwork for the col-

lection boxes.  This continued 

until 1980, when the reservists 

no longer had the time avail-

able to repair used toys and 

only new toys were accepted.  

In 1991 it was authorized as an 

official non-profit organiza-

tion.  Since not every commu-

nity had a Marine Corps. Re-

serve unit, the Marine Corps. 

League took over and still is in 

charge of the operations.  As 

of 2009, over 500 million toys 

have been given to happy chil-

dren.  Norris Buchter is our 

very own Marine Corps. 

League representative and 

oversees the delivery and pick-

up of our donations. 

 

Last year I wrote a little verse 

about Toys for Tots, and I‟ve 

been asked to repeat it.  I hope 

you enjoy it and please, be 

generous.
