The New Kid on the Block 

  My family packed up and moved to South Florida in the fifties. 
With their eyes on retirement in the sun and fun, they bought a 
fairly large motel on Hollywood Beach. My education really 
started there.  In the 10 or so years they owned it, I learned more 
about people and personalities than one could imagine.  It was 
like having Sigmund Freud walking with me every day.  I 
graduated from South Broward High School in 1963 and not 
knowing what I wanted to do with my life, joined the Air Force.  
After basic training, I was sent to tech school for ICBM weapon 
systems. 
 

  In 1967, after promising the government that I would forget 
everything I learned, I was discharged.  I returned to South 
Florida and started college while working as a life guard on the 
beach.  A year later a friend told me the fire department in Miami 
Dade County was hiring. I had no idea what a fireman did, but I 
took the exams anyway.  I did know the pay was slightly better 
than working on the beach.   I was now enrolled in Fire College.  I 
was actually going to school for 6 months so I could learn how to 
extinguish a fire.  What a surprise, I was subjected to the most 
intense training imaginable, books, field, and theory. Not only did 
I graduate, but I could tell by the color of the smoke or smell of a 
fire what was burning, where it started, how it started, and if it 
was arson, who to look for.  I was now going into burning 
buildings when normal people were trying to get out of them.

But, when the call came in, all 
differences were shelved and we were one.  One voice, one 
crew, one team and everyone was proud to have MDFD on the 
back of our uniforms. We never gave each other high fives after 
calls, but we all knew inside that we did our best. 
 

  I rose through the ranks; driver engineer, EMT, paramedic, Lt. 
and Captain.  In the course of my 27 ½ years, I became certified 
as a training instructor in ship board firefighting, dive rescue, 
helicopter rescue and medic, hi rise firefighting, and rescue 
disaster.  I also taught CPR in high schools, A.C.L.S. and P.L.S . 
(and many other things designated by letters) 
 

  My last five years, I was stationed at Haulover Beach on a 
hundred foot aerial.  My titles were many.  Aerial 21, north end 
rescue captain, and battalion captain.  Usually on holidays I was 
made a battalion chief or division chief.  Some days I would go 
to work and have one truck and 3 firefighters under me, other 
times, 150 plus people and 20 to 30 vehicles, and stations. 
 

  After retiring, Diana and I decided to move to Summerland in 
the lower Florida Keys where we dove and fished for about five 
years.  When the weather was bad, we would drive 25 miles, 
one way, to K-Mart for something to do. 
 

  I handpicked my mother in law, Grace Marken, in the early

The first time we came, it was hamburger Tuesday 
night.  We were made to feel so welcome it made us nervous.  I 
guess because of the work we both did, we were kind of leery of
